The Group did not issue any profit forecast or profit estimate previously in any public document.

The Group’s revenue for the current quarter of RM535.7 million grew by RM13.2 million or 2.5% against the

corresponding quarter’s revenue in the previous year of RM522.5 million. The growth in revenue continued to

be driven by the growth in new stores, higher customer counts and better consumer promotion activity. 

Gross profit of RM171.0 million improved by RM11.2 million or 7.0% compared to the corresponding quarter

in the previous year. This was mainly attributed to the increase in revenue and improvement in gross margin

by 1.3% points. The improvement in gross margin was attributed to higher gross profit margins across all

categories. 

Selling and distribution expenses for the quarter increased by RM11.3 million or 7.3% against the

corresponding quarter of the previous year. This was mainly due to new store expansion resulting in higher

rental cost, utility cost, store depreciation and maintenance expenses. 

Administrative and other operating expenses for the quarter decreased by RM1.1 million or 4.5% due to

decrease in staff cost.

The Board of Directors is of the view that the trading conditions for the next quarter are expected to improve

with the anticipated heightened consumer sentiment. We expect to see further improvements in the next

quarter by pursuing our core strategy pillars of Operations Excellence, Cost Management and Commercial

Innovation.
